Presentación 2: Exposición
Tema: Acontecimientos actuales

Introduction

For this assignment you and a partner will give a short presentation (15-20 minutes) focused on a current event from the Spanish-speaking world, describing the circumstances surrounding this event, major players, and taking a stance on some aspect of the event. You should select an event about which at least one of you has already written a blog entry, do further research into that event, read other news reports about it, and then begin to synthesize and analyze this information.

Your task here is to demonstrate that you understand the main ideas and significant details of extended texts such as news and radio broadcasts, and that you can situate those ideas to some extent within their broader cultural context by doing subsequent research into the topic. You should also explain its significance for the world stage. Keep this fully in mind, as your objective, once again, is to focus on your event’s significance, and not to present a list of facts such as one might find in an encyclopedia or on Wikipedia. Finally, you should take a position on this event—what is the most important element of this event? What are the pitfalls into which one of the players has fallen? Who is most culpable for the suffering arising from the event’s fallout? 

In your presentation you will: 
· provide a clear thesis, establishing an objective and formal perspective regarding the event you’ve chosen to report on  
· outline the major features of the event that you have chosen. 
· provide substantial information about the participants in this event—who are the major players, why are they important, what is their contribution to what is going on
· explain why it is currently of interest, important, or otherwise compelling
· explain its likely impact, influence, or legacy in the future
· provide clear and complete citations from original sources, at least two of which must be in Spanish, and should be from credible news sources. 
· Unacceptable sources include: Wikipedia, random blogs or webpages that happen to talk about the event…
· Acceptable sources include: accredited newspapers, periodicals, journals, magazines, television reports, radio reports…

Cuarto paso: ¡A escribir! Now continue to write your presentation and be sure to include:

· An introduction with a thesis statement. For example, in your thesis you may want to offer suggestions for how to resolve a crisis, make predictions about where this situation is going in the future, or why you think a particular player has contributed more than others to the circumstances you are relating.
· An appropriate, original title related to your thesis statement.
· Use of new vocabulary.
· Use of some connectives from the list on the following page to logically organize your presentation.
· A creative style that combines both simple and complex sentences.
· A clear and complete presentation of the material developed from your outline and rough paragraph above.
· Citations (for example, using the MLA or APA system) within your presentation giving credit to the sources of any and all ideas that are not your own. For a complete how-to guide, see the Purdue Owl at https://owl.english.purdue.edu/owl/.
· At least one quote, citation included, from one of your sources in Spanish.
· A bibliography entitled “Obras citadas” at the end.

Rúbrica de notas:

Remember that these are the expectations upon which your presentation will be graded. Do everything in your power to make sure that your presentation satisfies each of these criteria: 

	Criteria:
	Expectation

	1) Organization/Structure
	I coherently introduce, develop, and conclude my presentation. I may tend to present information chronologically and/or topically. I emphasize important ideas. I consider a broader audience beyond the classroom setting.

	2) Critical Thinking: Content Analysis, Evidence
	I present factual information and some opinion, citing authentic materials and print sources to support opinions. I largely summarize content but provide evidence and some analysis.

	3) Fluency: Length/Stamina/Level of Rehearsal or Reading versus Spontaneity
	7.5 minutes per person. I execute with some extemporaneous delivery, but with a tendency to read notes or speak with a cadence indicating that some material has been memorized. I’m able to answer at least some questions that I’ve anticipated. I may exhibit pauses or gaps in search of vocabulary (except when relying on notes or memorized excerpts).

	4) Vocabulary: Use of academic, presentational language, language that conveys organization as well as topic-specific language.
	I speak with prepared, content-related vocabulary of some sophistication, with some use of discourse markers (e.g. connectives) typically found in presentational language. I may exhibit a reliance on repetition of stock phrases and high frequency vocabulary (i.e., common words).

	5) Accuracy
	The accuracy of my speech may be limited to high frequency structures and vocabulary, but errors tend not to deter from my overall message.

	6) Manner
	I pay attention to my posture, gestures (such as eye contact), and attire appropriate for a formal, presentational setting.
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
